[bookmark: _Hlk69974077]MAYOR, DEPUTY MAYOR AND SPEAKER VEHICLES POLICY 

1.	PREAMBLE

 Amajuba District Municipality provides an official vehicle for use by the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker.

These vehicles for ease of reference are referred to as the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker vehicles.


[bookmark: _Hlk69975288]2.	UTILISATION OF MAYOR, DEPUTY MAYOR AND SPEAKER VEHICLES

[bookmark: _Hlk69974179]	2.1	For the purpose of this policy Mayor means the Mayor of Amajuba District Municipality, 
		the person acting as Mayor and the person officiating on behalf of the Mayor at the request 
		of the Mayor.

	2.2	For the purpose of this policy Deputy Mayor means the Deputy Mayor of Amajuba District 
Municipality, the person acting as Deputy Mayor and the person officiating on behalf of the Deputy 
Mayor at the request of Deputy Mayor.

	2.3	For the purpose of this policy Speaker means the Speaker of Amajuba District Municipality, 
		the person acting as Speaker and the person officiating on behalf of the Speaker at the request 
		of the Speaker.

2.4	The Mayor’s vehicle shall only be used by the Mayor or the person acting in such capacity.

	2.5	The Deputy Mayor’s vehicle shall only be used by the Deputy Mayor or the person acting in 
such capacity.
	
	2.6	The Speaker’s vehicle shall only be used by the Speaker or the person acting in such capacity.

2.7	No passengers other than the Political Office Bearers allocated the Mayor’s, Deputy Mayor’s and 
Speaker’s vehicles, their spouses (to official functions), the Bodyguard/s and Driver of the vehicle 
shall be transported in these vehicles for official purposes.

	2.8	The above stated vehicles shall be the mode of transport for the Political Office Bearers allocated 
these vehicles to any official function or to any meeting which they are delegated to attend or to 
any other meetings at which the attendance of these Political Office Bearers, in their capacities 
is required.

	2.9	These Political Office Bearers are Political Leaders in the District and to this end vehicles allocated 
to them may be used for the attendance by them of political meetings, rallies, etc.

	2.10	The above stated vehicles may not be used for any other purpose than those referred to in 2.4, 2.5,
2.6, 2.7, 2.8, and 2.9 above. 

	2.11	No person acting or officiating in terms of the definition of Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker as set 
out above may utilise the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker vehicles without the consent of the 
Municipal Manager.

		



3.	CONDUCT WHILST USING THE MAYOR, DEPUTY MAYOR AND SPEAKER VEHICLES

3.1 The Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker vehicles shall at all times be driven by the Driver who is in 
the employ of the municipality or in the employ of Service Providers appointed to provide
services to these Office Bearers.  

3.2 Drivers and vehicles shall be under the direct supervision of these Political Office Bearers.

	3.3	Drivers shall at all times obey laws.

	3.4	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker shall not instruct Drivers to disobey any laws.

	3.5	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker vehicles shall at all times be clean and of 
immaculate appearance.

	3.6	Each trip with the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Speaker vehicles shall be recorded in the Logbooks 
of vehicles allocated to them, the initial entry when vehicles exits the premises of the municipality.


4.	VEHICLE SPECIFICATIONS 

4.1 	The type of a vehicle shall be an SUV (Sports Utility Vehicle) which must not be a vehicle that  
can have unnecessary maintenance problems;
4.2 	The size of a vehicle shall be medium to large with minimum capacity of four passengers 
excluding the driver;
4.3	The engine capacity of the vehicle shall be minimum 2.4 litres;
4.4	The vehicle must be a 4x4 or all-wheel drive vehicle to be able to drive in all road terrain;
4.5	The vehicle must have power steering; alarm system, air conditioner or climate control, fog lights, 
radio and rear windows tinting not showing from outside on which side of the vehicle the 
passenger is seated.
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
